UTES BURSARY AWARDS 2010
 (JOINTLY ORGANIZED WITH SINGTEL & SINGPOST)
GENERAL INFORMATION

1 Eligibility

1.1 All members of UTES (with at least 6 months of membership as at 31 July 2010) or confirmed permanent employees (as at 31 July 2010) of SingTel and SingPost are eligible to apply for the awards for their schooling children.

1.2 Each staff or family can submit up to a maximum of 2 applications for his/her schooling children. Only one application form is required to be submitted for 2 applicants.

1.3 Schooling children of staff must be receiving full-time education from primary 2 to local university level at recognized schools and institutions in Singapore. 

1.4 Schooling children of staff must not be a recipient of any bursary or scholarship award awarded by any external organisations. 
2 Tenure and Condition of Award
2.1 This award is granted on a one-time basis and will not roll over to the following year.

There will be no bond imposed on holders of the Bursary Awards.

3 Selection Criteria & Joint Selection Committee

3.1 The selection criteria are based on the following:
Bursary Awards
· Hardship cases

· Combined net family income must be below $2,000
· The child’s academic performance and participation in extra curricular activities in 2009

3.2 The Joint Selection Committee shall comprise representatives from UTES, SingTel and SingPost, and invited representatives from OTC Institute of Labour Studies and Singapore Teachers’ Union. 

3.3 The decision of the Joint Selection Committee shall be final.

4 Supporting Documents

4.1 All applications must be supported with the following documents:

a) A copy of the Birth Certificate of the schooling child for whom the application is made.
b) A copy of staff and spouse latest payslips;

Unemployed parents must submit the latest CPF Statement transaction history;

Self-employed parents must attach a copy of the latest Income Tax Returns (Notice of Assessment 2009).
c) Single parent must submit supporting documents.
Include these documents if applicable.
A copy of death certificate (if member’s spouse is deceased);
A copy of divorced certificate or divorce petition (if applicant is a divorcee).
d) A copy of the schooling child's results for academic year 2009.
